with 3 crew, 2 Intermediate with 4 crew, at $280.00 ea. 2 Beginner boats with 5 crew at $241.00 

May 28-30 Memorial Day      Haven Charters, Rock Hall, MD 

  Three day sail on 39ft boats. Cost $271.00 

June 6-10 Midweek     Haven Charters, Rock Hall, MD 

Persons of Leisure sail. At a bargain price. Sail on the Bay when there is less boat traffic, on 38ft to 41 ft 

boats. Docking fees extra, typically 1 night. Cost $195.00 

June 11-12  Parrothead VIII     Haven Charters, Rock Hall, MD 

Our eighth year and still going strong. Sign up and see the over the top decorations. Prizes for the best 

margaritas/costumes/boat/whatever the judges feel like. Same boats as Midweek.  Cost: $225.00

at noon on Saturday then return Sunday at 4pm. Intermediates, ask the charter reservationist. No 

Beginners.

July 15-22 New England/Nantucket   Bareboat Charters, Newport, RI 

Great Location/Great Boats/Great Price. This is our fourth year chartering the Beneteau  42s.  Weather 

permitting we are planning 2 days in Nantucket. Boats are on moorings in Newport RI. Charter starts at 

5pm Friday with check out on Friday afternoon and goes until noon the following Friday. Additional 

mooring fees are extra, typically 4-6 nights. Cost $630.00.  (Have option of paying $315.00 at sign up and 

$315.00 balance  45 days before trip) 

August 6-14 Maine      Johanson Boatworks, Rockland, ME 

If you don’t like the weather in Maine wait 5 minutes and it will change, sunshine, fog, sunshine. Board 

at 5pm Saturday Aug 6
th

 and off by 9am Sunday Aug 14. Saturday, August 6 dockage & preboard fees 

are included in the crew fee. Other dockage or moorings are not included. Cost $950.  (Option to pay 

$475 at sign up and $475 45 days before the trip.) 

September 3-5 Labor Day     BaySail, Havre de Grace, MD 

Three day weekend. See the northern part of the bay on a Beneteau 39 or 44.  Cost $289.00 

Sept 17-18 Fall Skills     Haven Charters, Rock Hall, MD 

Another chance to sharpen up your skills. 2 Adv with 3 crew, 1 intermediate with 4 crew Cost $270.00, 1 

beg with 5 crew $240.00 

Sept 24-25 Small Boats     Haven Charters, Rock Hall, MD 

Chartering two 32ft boats with only 4 people on board. Get more hands on experience. Cost $275.00 

Oct 1-2  Hunter Weekend    Annapolis Bay Charters-Annapolis, MD 

  See Annapolis, a drinking town with a sailing problem. Cost $ 265.00 

Oct 22-23 Baltimore     Haven Charters, Rock Hall, MD 

Sail across the bay from Rock Hall to Baltimore. Stay in a marina and dine out. Marina fees  extra. Cost 

is $239.00 

And now for some fine, fine print:  
 You must be a PSC member to sign up for PSC trips. To sign up for a week or longer trip, you must 

have sailed on at least two weekend trips on PSC chartered boats. 

Unless otherwise noted, expenses for food, pumpout, fuel, docking, preboarding, or moorings, if any, are not 

included in the published prices, and are shared by all crew including ECMs, and typically resolved at the end 

of the trip. 

With the exception of the July 15 Newport, and August 06 Maine trips, full payment is due at signup.  

Cancellation deadlines are 60 days before trip date. Cancellations for weekend trips are subject to a $40.00 

cancellation fee. Fee for canceling from a week or longer Sail Program trip is $75. Cancellations before the 

cancellation period (60 days prior to trip departure) will be refunded minus the fee. Refunds after the 

cancellation period will be made only if a replacement is found. If a trip is not filled 60 days prior to the trip, 

boats may have to be cancelled. Cancelling boats is expensive.  Sign up early
